How have you seen already in the Red 
Letters series that Jesus fulfills the law, rather than replaces it? How about in the 
passage for this week? (Mat 5:33-37). 

What have you learned about yourself from the sermon and reading of the text? 

What is your next step of obedience in light of what you read in the text, heard 
in the message, and discussed as a group?
